For example, sophisticated restoration design is pos-
sible at Bold Smiles, utilizing patented computer-aided de-
sign and manufacturing equipment to provide patients with
beautiful, natural-looking porcelain crowns and onlays in a
single visit. This eliminates the more typical multiple-visit
procedure. This technology uses the natural tooth structure
as a basis for creating perfect anatomy for tooth restora-
tion, and limits the amount of healthy tooth to be removed.
“Such an approach allows us to be more conservative of
precious tooth structure since the restorations are bonded
to the remaining healthy tooth structure,” Dr. Bold said. In
most cases, this can reduce the need for a temporary crown
or filling which may become sensitive or come off at an
inopportune time.

Additionally, Dr. Bold offers new generation laser tech-
nology to painlessly and non-surgically treat gum disease.
Used in conjunction with normal “scraping” during regular
cleanings, this procedure helps decontaminate the gums
